Some mar ried couples ha ve a hard time g etting
pregnant. It can be hear t breaking. Here is a story
about suc h a couple , and wha t they gave to God in
thank sgiving f or wha t He did f or them.

In Israel during the first century before
Christ, ther e lived a her dsman named
Joac him. When he w as 20 years old, he
mar ried Anna, the daughter of  a priest.
They loved God and f ound w ays to thank
Him for all the g ood things He had done

for them. T hey always divided their mone y
into thr ee par ts: one par tthey gave to the
temple and one par tto people whow ere
poor ; they used the thir d par t for their
own needs .

Although they were blessed with a good
life, they were without a child.  They
prayed daily and promised God that if He
would give them a child, in thanksgiving
they would give the child back to God. But
after 50 years of marriage, they still did
not have a child.

Joac him r egular ly went to the temple to
give offerings to God. One da vy, when
Joac him ar rived at the temple , the priest
told him to g o away. He said tha t God
didn’ t want Joac him’s offering because he
and Anna didn’ t have any childr en. The
priest thought tha t God w as keeping His
blessing of childr en from Joac him and
Anna because God w as not pleased with
them. Joac him c hecked the temple

recor ds and disco vered that every other
righteous man in Isr ael had at least one
child. Humilia ted, he took his f locks into
the wilderness to pr ay and fast. He said,
“May my tear s be my food and the
wilderness my home until God hear s me.”

When Joac him left, Annaw as now alone
and cried out to God, “Now I'm not just
childless , but also a widow .” She w ent into
her g arden to pr ay. She reminded God
that even the birds in her garden had
families, but that she did not.

God sent the

Archangel Gabriel to
Joachim in the desert

and Anna in her garden

to tell them that He had
heard their prayers and

they would have a child.
Gabriel instructed them to
go to the Golden Gate in
Jerusalem, where they met
and embr aced eac h other.
This touching scene is often depicted in
icons .

Joac him and Anna g ave thank s to God f or
hearing their pr ayers. Nine months la ter,

Anna g ave bir th as Gabriel had pr omised.
They named their daughter Mary

When Mary w as thr ee years old, Joac him
and Anna k ept their pr omise and in

thank sgiving took her to the temple so tha t
she could ser ve God ther e. During the ne xt
seven years until their dea ths, they visited
Mary often, giving thank sto God for
hearing their pr ayers and for all tha t He
had done f or them. When Mary g rew up,
she became the mother of  Jesus.

Every one of us has been b lessed
by God. Let "s think f or a moment
about wha t God has giv en us and
be thankful.

One way we can thank God is b y
giving something bac k to Him.
What can w e give back to God?

In Russia in the early 1800s, there lived a
young priest named F ather John. He and
his family w ere content in their parish and
the parishioner s loved him. When the
bishop ask ed for volunteer sto go to
faraway Alask a to ser ve as missionaries
Father John w as not inter ested. Alask a
was wild and dang erous and missionary
work did not pa y well.

A traveling b usinessman told F ather John

and tak e car e of animals . He also
wrote for magazines back in Moscow
scientific articles about his
observations of plants, animals, and
meteor ology . Best of all, he tr usted
God and showed the people the way
to God’s Kingdom.

Many years later, after Ca therine died,
Father John became a bishop, taking the
name Innocent in honor of a saint from his

Here’s a story a bout a man who w as dedica ted to God. He did

everything he could to ser

In the same w eek tha t Abr aham Lincoln
was elected pr esident of the United
States, Saint R aphael w as born in Beir ut,
Lebanon. His f amily had just esca ped fr om
per secution in Damascus , Syria. Mor e
than 1,500 people , including the f amily 's
priest, w ere killed because the y were
Christians . When it w as safe to return, the
family w ent bac k to their homeland, wher e
Saint R aphael spent most of his c hildhood.
He was a good student who lik ed sc hool.
When he w as 13, his f amily w as too poor

to pay for his educa tion. Fortunately, he
was acce pted into the P atriar chate sc hool
in Damascus . He was suc h a good student
that he was chosen to be a substitute

teac hing assistant when he w as 16. When
he was 18 years old, he became a monk.

Later, he contin ued his studies near
Constantinople (in T urkey) and in Kie v (in
Russia). He w as ordained a deacon a t age
25 and a priest when he w as 28. While in
Russia, he wr ote many ar ticles and book s.

One day when he w as 34 years old, Saint
Raphael r eceiv ed an in vitation to ser ve as
a priestin Ne w York. Saint R aphael lo ved
God and His people , so he agreed. He w as
welcomed b y a dele gation of Arab
Christians who w ere eagerly waiting f or
their ne w priest. Within tw o weeks, he set
up a chapel in low er Manha ttan and be gan
to hold ser vices .

Before long, he realized that there were
many Or thodo x people sca tter ed

thr oughout Nor th America who did not
have a priest. Some of them were leaving
the Or thodo x faith. Saint R aphael had
compassion on them. T o serve them, he
traveled for months a t atime, oftenby
train, thr oughout the United Sta tes,
Canada, and Me xico. He cele brated the
Divine Litur gy, preached, listened to
conf essions , perf ormed mar riages, and

ve God and the Chur ch.

baptiz ed people . He also star ted 30 ne w
churchesinlessthan 20y ears.

Saint R aphael also became a bishop , the
first one to be consecr ated as a bishop on
American soil. As bishop , he
recommended tha t all the parishes use
English in their ser vices and tha t the
childr en in par ticular be taught the
Orthodo x faith.

Twice he w as of fered impor tant positions
back in his homeland, b ut both times he
declined. He lo ved the American people
and dedica ted his lif e to ser ve them.

Saint R aphael de par ted this lif e in 1915 at
the age of 54. He is called the Good
Shepherd of the Lost Shee p in America.
He took car e of Christians who needed a
priest and still inter cedes f or us toda vy.
