Entrance Hymn - Hierarchical 7-C

During the singing of the entrance hymn (eisodikon) by the bishop and clergy, the choir sings
Many years, master (once) as the bishop blesses with the dikirion and trikirion. The choir may then
repeat the refrain Save us, O Son of God before the bishop sings the first apolytikion after the Little Entrance.
Then all the other apolytikia are sung by the choir/chanter. It is usual for the bishop and clergy to sing the kontakion.
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
