 This will be the fourth year of our Retired 

Clergy Fund Project.  Our goal is to raise at least 

$500,000 over 5 years. Thanks to the efforts of all 

the ladies of our Archdiocese, we were able to 

contribute over $402,000 in the first three years. 

 The  Retired Clergy Fund was established to 

help subsidize the original fund established by 

Metropolitan PHILIP to support our retired priests 

or widowed Khouriyas.  There are now 45 retired 

clergy and 14 clergy wives who are receiving these 

benefits. 

 This fund will go broke in a few years if it is not 

substantially supported through increasing the 

principle, which is what the Antiochian Womenôs 

Project: The Retired Clergy Fund is intended to do.
